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Dear Parents:

The Wakulla County Health Department, in cooperation with the County School District,
will be providing school health services and student health screenings during the school
year. These screenings are required by the School Health Services Act, section
381.0056, F.S. and are designed to detect health problems that could affect your
child’s learning, growth, and development. Screenings are performed according to
each child’s grade, and as outlined in the School Health Plan. If your child’s screening
results are questionable, you will be notified in writing. Calculating your child’s Body
Mass Index (BMI) provides a guideline to determine if a child is overweight or
underweight and may help determine if your child is at risk for certain chronic diseases.
Scoliosis is a condition that affects the spine of children and teens and early detection
is important so that treatment can be initiated. This screening will be done during the
child’s P.E. class. If you do not want your child to receive health services or to
participate in screenings, please notify your child’s school in writing.
