ATTENDANCE

Florida school law requires each parent of a child fromsix to sixteen years of age
to be responsible for the child’s school attendance. The law allows absences for
illness and certain other special circumstances. During the 2009-2010 school year,
average student attendance was 93.65 percent district wide.

Every effort is made by the schools to encourage student attendance. Incentives
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for attendance include special activities and awards. It is the responsibility of the
parents to notify the school when their child will not be in attendance.

EXCEPTIONAL STUDENT EDUCATION

The Wakulla County School System provides services to special needs students from three years of age through the semester that a student
turns 22. These students have educational, physical, mental, emotional or social needs that require alternatives to the regular education
program to achieve success. The Exceptional Student Education (ESE) program is designed to meet student needs with instruction or
services that will allow each student to meet his/her potential. Federal IDEA dollars were used to purchase supplementary materials,
equipment, provide support personnel and services and parent training to enhance the education of these students.

Students in the Exceptional Student Education (ESE) Program participate in a variety of activities that provide opportunities for social as well
as academic growth. The ESE program works collaboratively with local community and business to make available experiences both inside
the classroom and beyond. Special Olympics Florida encourages athletes with intellectual disabilities to compete at the district, regional
and state levels, building confidence and social skills. Community based instruction such as shopping for food, preparing and serving
meals teach math and reading concepts in a hands on manner. Several schools have school based enterprises, where students learn and
participate in all facets of running a business.

STUDENT SERVICES

Wakulla County develops, reviews and implements plans each year to insure that every student is provided an appropriate education. The
English Language Leamer (ELL) Plan includes assessments for identification of students who are not fluent English speakers as well as the
process for monitoring their achievement. The Residency Survey, completed for each student as registration was revised to help identify
students qualifying for homeless services under the federal McKinney Vento Act.

HEALTH SERVICES

During the summer of 2010, all registration forms were revised and made available on line to facilitate parent access. The Wakulla County
Health Department continues to have an outstanding working relationship with the Wakulla County School Board. Through a collaborative
agreement they provide health services in each of the schools, monitor health records to insure compliance with immunization requirements
and provide guidance regarding school health issues.

The Wakulla County Health Advisory/Wellness Council, consisting of health professionals, members of the Wakulla County Health
Department, community members and school board staff meets quarterly to collaborate and facilitate programs to enhance student health.
This group offered free sports physicals to middle and high school students in the spring and disseminated information on other health
related programs to schools.

CAREER AND TECHNICAL PROGRAMS

With a growing emphasis on the need for an educated workforce in all areas, the tie-in of academic skills needed on the job continued.
Elementary students explored career awareness through school-based enterprises, guest speakers, career days, and field trips. Middle
school students built on all these areas, did career exploration and interest inventories through guidance, and had more extensive career
days. Career and Technical (vocational) program completers in the 12th grade worked at jobs in the areas for which they were trained,
earning high school and also college credits. Vocational Gold Seal Scholarship programs included Accounting, Culinary Arts, Web Design,
Carpentry, Digital Design, Criminal Justice Assisting, TV Production, and health care through the Wakulla High School Medical Academy:.
Exceptional Education students had a very comprehensive career preparation curriculum, with all special diploma students receiving on-
the-job training.

DROP OUT PREVENTION

During the school year, the school district continued to operate prevention programs for students at risk of dropping out of school. The Early
Head Start Program provided teen parents with childcare to help them stay in school. The intervention program at Sopchoppy Education
Center gave students in grades 6-12 an alternative to suspension and/or expulsion. In addition, an alternative high school setting let students
who fell behind their peers earn a regular diploma on time through the Performanced-Based Exit Option Diploma program.

GUIDANCE/PSYCHOLOGICAL SERVICES

Each K-12 school in Wakulla County has a guidance program that is available to all students that is based on a state adopted Guidance
Curriculum, Counselors provide group and individual counseling, classroom activities, and information for parents. Further, counselors
coordinate academic advisement programs, new student orientation, and process referrals for psychological evaluations.

Psychological services play an important role in contributing to quality education. These services include educational evaluations for
students experiencing academic, mental or emotional difficulties. Wakulla County School District contracts with Florida State University to
conduct all psychological evaluations. These evaluations help schools make educational recommendations for students.

TITLE |

Title Iis a federally funded program designed to provide supplemental services to improve the achievement at schools with a high percentage
of students eligible for free and reduced lunches. Title I initiatives must be closely aligned with School Improvement Plans. Instructional
equipment and materials are purchased to motivate students and provide opportunities for students to learn through the use of technology.

Title I recognizes the importance of parental involvement and provides opportunities for parents to participate in school activities. This
program also provides opportunities for teachers and paraprofessionals to participate in researched based staff development activities
based on the needs of the students.



TESTING

Testing/evaluation is an important aspect of the students’ academic program in the Wakulla County School System. It provides
administrators, teachers, and parents an opportunity to assess how the students compare to other students in Florida and the nation.
The results are used to revise curriculum to better meet the needs of the students.

State Standards (SSS) at grades 3 — 10. Science skills are measured at grades 5, 8, and 11. Florida will use the FCAT to
determine how well students are doing in school.
